A supply chain expert’s view of the marketplace

The Grocery Market overall is holding up well in the current recession. As always there have been winners and
losers within the market as consumers have tended to seek better value for money at the expense of more luxury/
indulgent foods. The major discounter e.g. Aldi are showing good year on year sales increases as they gain customers at
the expense of the national multiples. It will be interesting to see if they hold on to these gains as the country comes out of
recession and into growth. The convenience market is approximately 10% of the grocery
market and sales increases are running ahead of the grocery market as a whole. SPAR is
currently running over 7.5% up on last year after 11 of the 13 periods have been completed.
This increase is driven by an increase in store numbers and good like for like sales performance.
SPAR has been advertising on national television and has significantly increased the number of
